9.2 Content: Relatedness to the theme, Language Usage, Comprehensibility,
Sequence, Conclusion (50 points)
9.3 Voice Usage: Pronunciation, Accent, Cluster, Final Sound (20 points)
9.4 Time Management: Appropriateness (5 points)
9.5 Ability to Answer Question: Relatedness to the questions (10 points)

1. The winner and his’/her speech coach will be awarded 9,900 Baht (approx. 330
USD) with a certificate.
