ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study was to determine the environmental factors that influence
entrepreneurial intention. The samples were 352 students in the Faculty of Management
Sciences, Princess of Naradhiwas University. The research tool was an online questionnaire
with a five-point rating scale. The data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean,

standard deviation, and multiple regression analysis (enter method). The results of the study
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revealed that the environmental factors that had a significant influence on entrepreneurial
intention are: perceived educational support (b = 0.346) and perceived family support
(b = 0.381). The two variables could predict the level of entrepreneurial intention at 45.50
percent. The equation in raw scores was as follows:

Yiot = 1.317 + 0.3G6PES* + 0.381PFS* - 0.007PSS
